Boxelder (female trees) — Acer negundo
e Female trees attract boxelder bugs.

Ash — Fraxinus species
e Susceptible to the Emerald Ash Borer.

Russian Olive — Elaeagnus angustifolia
e On noxious weed list.

Siberian Elm — Ulmus pumila
e Invasive, non-native species.

Silver Maple — Acer saccharinum
e Branches are susceptible to breakage
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
